An overseas mission worker on furlough in New Zealand, commented about the
prayers people prayed.

"People tend to pray that | will be safe, comfortable and not miss home too
much", she said. "But | don't want to be safe. If | wanted to be safe and
comfortable, | would've stayed at home", she said.

Naturally, the next question was: "So what should we pray for?"
Here are her (Linda's) answers:

1. That I would fulfil my mission.
What mattered most was not that she had made a sacrifice, but that the
sacrifice she'd made was worth it; that people came to Christ.

2. That | remain resolute in my spiritual walk.

It bothered her that she was treated as a spiritual giant.

Like all mission workers, she missed family and friends. "l need people to pray
me through life; people who will lovingly recognise my frailties and intercede
with God on my behalf."

3. That | would have opportunities to share my fai  th and the boldness to
do it.

"l worry about whether I'm a good witness or not. I'm scared that I'll start to
share and my limited language skills will fail me. | need to know that Holy Spirit
fullness more now than | ever have in my life."

4. That God would work on a spiritual level in the lives of the people I live
amongst.

"All I know is this: there is a spiritual presence where | work, and it isn't always
the Holy God; it is a battle that needs to be won in the hearts of the individuals
I'm living amongst.”

5. That people would join me.

Sometimes she feels alone. What she would love is to have others who are
willing to make the sacrifice she's made and share in the work that God's given
her.
